Submitted by M t. Edgecumbe High School Student Council 
Be it resolved by the Alaska Association of Student Governments: 
Whereas, Mt. Edgecumbe High School has already seen an increase in population of sixty students in the past three years, remodeling a new dormitory 
costing the state 2.2 million dollars and constructing a new science wing, costing the state more than one million dollars 
Whereas, the further expansion of Mt. Edgecumbe High School has been discussed by the school, by the state, and by the state government. 
Whereas, the school has seen teaching staff issues, highlighted by suing by the teacherÕs union after being forced to work an hour and a half more without 
increased pay in 2005. 
Whereas, an increase in population for Mt. Edgecumbe means a decrease in population for rural schools, meaning less funding for rural schools, and 
possible school closures, examples being False Pass and Akutan, whose schools are currently candidates for closure. 
Whereas, the expansion did not take into account all of the extra costs, and the school is seeing budget cuts, particularly in dormitory needs.  
Whereas, decisions about Mt. EdgecumbeÕs population are governed by the State Board of Education, hindering the ability to make change at a local level.  
Whereas, Mt. Edgecumbe high School is known as a premier school in Alaska and to lose this exceptional reputation would be a detrimental loss, not only 
to the school but also to the entire state of Alaska.  
Therefore, be it resolved by the Alaska Association of Student Governments that it is recognized that Mt. Edgecumbe High School should not expand its 
student population further than it already has.

Submitted by Alli Monticello and Bianca Nationales 
1 Be it resolved by the Alaska Association of Student Government: 
2 Whereas, the ÒThree Strikes LawÓ is currently not in effect in Alaska; 
3 Whereas, this law acts as a Òsafety gateÓ stopping offenders whose 
4 frequent offenses havenÕt ceased by its appropriate punishments or 
5 sentences; 
6 Whereas, according to a recent survey conducted by UC-Riverside, 
7 93% of the individuals interviewed had reached an agreement that a 
8 person convicted for the third time of serious, violent, crimes should 
9 receive 25 years to life imprisonment (Important); 
10 Whereas, criminals are more likely to commit multiple crimes 
11 without the enforcement of the Three Strikes Law; 
12 Whereas, the Three Strikes Law is in effect in 27 out of 50 states in 
13 the United States (States); 
14 Whereas, with the implementation of this law will consist of a three 
15 caliber punishment grading criterion; 
16 Whereas, the first ÒstrikeÓ is a regular felony punishment with the 
17 appropriate punishment sentencing; 
18 Whereas, the second ÒstrikeÓ is another felony punishment with 
19 DOUBLE the first time penalty of imprisonment; 
20 Whereas, the offenderÕs third ÒstrikeÓ after the insubstantial two 
21 sentences, the offender is obliged a mandatory sentencing of 25 to life 
22 imprisonment (Let); 
23 Therefore be it resolved by the Alaska Association of Student  
24 Governments that AASG acknowledges and suppor ts the  
25 implementation of the Three Str ikes Law in the Alaska Law  
26 Code.

Whereas, in recent years, school shootings have become infamous  
occurrences in high schools all over the united states; 
Whereas, one of our countryÕs first school shootings was in Bethel,  
Alaska, in 1997; 
Whereas, it is evident that the issue is becoming more severe from  
shooting threats very recently in DzantikÕi Heeni Middle School of Juneau, 
Schoenbar Middle School of Ketchikan, and even Houghtaling 
Elementary of Ketchikan; 
Whereas, high school students set the example for younger students;  
therefore, it would be in our best interest to start prevention programs in 
high schools; 
Whereas, school shooting incidents and threats interfere with  
education by forcing concerned parents to withdraw their children from  
school, sometimes for days or weeks, and terrorizing all remaining 
students and staff; 
Whereas, schools are forming new safety policies that can be very  
intrusive (for instance all door locked policy), but most people tolerate 
these inconveniences because they want to feel safe; 
Whereas, no public school student of any age should have to be  
concerned with their safety while at school; 
Therefore, be it resolved by the Alaska Association of Student  
Governments that AASG encourages every high school in Alaska 
to initiate an active Safe Schools program or  committee run  
through their  Student Body Associations or some similar  body.

Whereas, the proposed Pebble Mine in the Bristol Bay region of Alaska would be the largest open pit mine in North America 
Whereas, the Bristol Bay Watershed, where the mine would be located, is home to one of the most prolific fishing areas in the world 
Whereas, the area reaps more than $400 million annually from sport fishing, commercial fishing, and other renewable natural resources 
Whereas, if the mine were to be implemented, it would create a Ò1,000 square mile mixing zoneÓ 
Whereas, large earthquake-prone earth dams built in the area would hold back waste material posing a threat to leaks 
Whereas, 100% of mines similar to the Pebble Mine polluted water during or after their usage 
Whereas, damage from chemicals and waste would harm the livelihoods of many Alaskans, particularly Native Alaskans 
Whereas, the following Alaskan groups and citizens are opposed to the mine:  
United States Senator Ted Stevens, the Tribal Village, City, and corporation of New Stuyahok, Koliganek Tribe and Corporation, Nondalton Tribe and 
City, Dillingham village council, Kakhanok village council, the Tribal Village, City, and Native Corporation, Alaska Wilderness Recreation and Tourism 
Association, and more. 
Therefore, be it resolved by the Alaska Association of Student Governments that AASG opposes the proposed Pebble Mine.

á Resolution #8 School Funding Legislation  
Submitted by Valdez High School Student Council 
Be it resolved by the Alaska Association of Student Governments: 
Whereas, the Alaska State Constitution outlines the stateÕs responsibility to provide schools open to all children of the state and therefore financing these 
schools is a constitutional obligation (Art. VII, Sec. 1) 
Whereas, school districts throughout Alaska are required annually to submit a balanced budget to their local governing bodies May 1. 
Whereas, school districts are not informed about the amount of state funding they will receive until the end of the legislative session which can be as late 
as mid-May. 
Whereas, school districts choose to balance their budgets using a reduction in force plan for tenured teachers and these teachers must be given notice by 
March 16, according to state statutes. (AS 14.20.140) 
Whereas, on March 13, 2007, the Valdez School District gave notice to four tenured teachers explaining that their programs would be cut unless state 
funding was adequate.  
Whereas, the programs scheduled to be cut include: music, physical education, English, and technology, which are all integral parts of a sound public 
education. 
Whereas, legislators have historically used education funding as a political tool (Rep. John Harris, March 29, 2007) 
Whereas, education funding should be the top priority for our state legislators and should be safe from political manipulation 
Whereas, AlaskaÕs children are its future and should be treated as the stateÕs most valuable resource 
Therefore, be it resolved by the Alaska Association of Student Governments that state education funding should be the legislative priority and all action 
regarding school funding should be concluded by March 1, annually. 
Action Statement: we wish to have this resolution accepted by AASG as the spring 2007 Conference, presented to the Sate Board of Education, the Alaska 
Schools Activities Association and the Alaska Association of School Boards for their endorsements. We urge all local student councils to pressure their 
respective legislators to support this action, we also request this resolution to be mailed to all local school boards, every state legislator, and Governor 
Palin.

Be it resolved by the Alaska Association of Student Governments: 
Whereas, many students donÕt have the support they need at home 
Whereas, teens of families with substance abuse problems tend to have related issues for the rest of their l ife 
Whereas, substance abuse problems affect schoolwork, inhibiting success in education, which disqualifies students of opportunities that they would 
otherwise be capable of.  
Whereas, students should have help to be free of debilitating substance abuse problems 
Whereas, students with issues related to substance abuse are more likely to cause harm to themselves, others, or have harm inflicted on themselves 
Whereas, substance abuse affects the mind and therefore the decisions that users are making 
Whereas, substance abuse is a recurring problem that has to be dealt with, to protect future generations from the physical and mental abuse that happens 
because of it 
Whereas, a clouded judgment due to substance abuse can be lethal and has caused deaths in the extreme cold of the north 
Whereas, for example, in the village of Barrow, the organization originally made for this cause, is in no way serving its purpose, but rather has become a 
stomping ground for drug dealers and users 
Whereas, a survey conducted by the National Institute on Drug Abuse (NIDA) revealed that, out of 147 respondents, 100% of them had drunk alcohol 
within the past month, 42% drank every day, and 50% drank until they were drunk, at least half of the time. 
Whereas, there isnÕt any cooperation among agencies, and this resolution would enforce agencies such as the juvenile system, children youth services, the 
state mental health department, and adolescent treatment centers 
Whereas, the survey conducted by the NIDA also found that those who drank before or during sexual intercourse were more likely to have unprotected 
sex, even with a complete stranger 
Whereas, unprotected sex will lead to more sexually transmitted diseases, such as HIV 
Whereas, a study on alcohol abuse among Native Alaskans, shows that alcohol abuse has been rising steadily 
Whereas, a study on the rate of Fetal Alcohol Syndrome among Alaskans, indicates a high prevalence of FAS 
Therefore, be it resolved by the Alaska Association of Student Governments that accessible support groups are organized, with a qualified councilor to 
have regular meetings for students of the state of Alaska, with issues related to substance abuse.
